ñMopar to Yaò- 80 years 
Young* ** by Penny Anderson 

 
Life of Mopar 
1937 
On August 1, 1937 Mopar was 
launched as a contraction of the 
word ñMopar Partsò and was first 
applied to a line of antifreeze 
products. 
 
1940ôs-1950ôs 
During the WWII years, Mopar & 
Chrysler, like all major 
automotive manufacturers, 
shifted production to military 
parts, weapons & vehicles.  In 
1947, the Master Tech program 
was launched to train Chrysler 
Auto Techs.  By 1953, Mopar had 
grown in both the number of 
facilities nationwide and the 
number of available parts.  On 
the product development side, 
With the birth of the Chrysler 
Hemi engine in the 50ôs, Hemi-
equipped race cars drew 
immediate attention on the tracks 
and launched the high-
performance theme that set 
Mopar away from all the rest. 
 
1960ôs-1970ôs 
As the 1960ôs progressed, 
electrical items and glass 
products were added to the 
Mopar parts line and 
performance became a key factor 
in the brandôs parts and 
operations.  Among the 
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introductions at that time were 
the 1962-64 Max wedge engines 
as Americaôs love for more 
horsepower.  Meanwhile, a group 
of Chrysler engineers known as 
the Ramchargers had been 
working nights and weekends to 
make their project cars faster at 
the strip.  The high-performance 
parts the Ramchargers 
developed led to the Mopar 
Direct Connection brand of racing 
parts.  They were only available 
to professional racers at first but 
later introduced to the public.  
The 426 Hemi was on the race 
tracks in 1964 and was also 
notable in 1966 on the streets. 
 
1970ôs-1980ôs 
Great changes were made in 
these years;  more emissions 
controls, gas shortages and 
climbing fuel prices. And the end 
of the Motown muscle cars.  The 
Direct Connection line of Mopar 
performance parts was later 
changed to Mopar Performance 
to capitalize on the Mopar brand.  
By 1987, Chrysler had purchased 
the assets of American Motors 
and the Jeep brand came into the 
corporate family. 
 
1990ôs 
By the 1990ôs advanced training 
was needed by the auto techs.  In 
the year 2000, training and 
technology were key words at 
Mopar. A return of a need for 
speed was introduted by the new 
Gen III Hemi engines. 
 
2008ôs-2010ôs 
In 2008, the eye was on 
performance heritage.  Hence 
Mopar introduced itôs first factory-
built ñpackage carò in 40 years, 
called the Mopar Dodge 
Challenger Drag Pak.  In 2010, a 
series of limited-edition factory 

performance vehicles were 
manufactured; the Mopar ô10 
Challenger.  Those that followed: 
Mopar ô11 Charger, Mopar ô12 
300, Mopar ô13 Dart, Mopar ô14 
Challenger, Mopar ô15 Dodge 
Charger R/T and Mopar ô16 
Rebel. 
 
Currently 
Mopar has become global.  
Mopar custom shops have 
developed worldwide; most 
recently in Mexico and Brazil.  
While growing globally, itôs 
performance roots are supported 
by drag racers (NHRA). Off the 
track, Mopar continues to create 
parts and accessories to help 
owners design rides that suit their 
individual lifestyles.  In the late 
2016, brought on the new Mopar 
Crate Hemi Engine Kits to 
market; enabling classic car 
enthusiasts to install current 
Hemi engines into their vintage 
cars. 
 
Another 80 years? 
Well, I am sure I wonôt be around 
to see it, but I can rest assured  
Mopar will be here, bigger and 
better than ever.
